Supreme Court Affirms that Constitutional Protection of Collective
Bargaining is Limited

On April 29, 2011, the Supreme Court of Canada issued its decision in the Fraser case.[1] The
decision clarifies the reasons given by the Court in its 2007 ruling in Health Services,[2] which
ruling recognized that some constitutional protection was afforded to collective bargaining
through the guarantee of freedom of association enshrined in section 2(d) of the Canadian
Charter of Rights and Freedoms (the "Charter"). In Fraser, the Court affirms that the freedom of
association guarantee does not go so far as to constitutionalize the fundamental protections
provided by Canadian labour relations legislation.

Dans une décision publiée le 29 avril 2011, I'arrét Fraser[1], la Cour supréme a précisé les motifs
gu'elle avait rendus en 2007 dans I'arrét Health Services[2], lequel reconnaissait une certaine
protection constitutionnelle a la négociation collective par I'entremise de la liberté d'association
enchéassée dans I'article 2d) de la Charte canadienne des droits et libertés(« Charte »). Dans
|'affaire Fraser, la Cour confirme que la liberté d'association ne va pas aussi loin que de
constitutionnaliser les protections fondamentales généralement reconnues dans la législation
canadienne sur les relations de travail.
